Most times wrong answers on homework and exams would be marked as wrong without any explanation of why.

In my opinion, the grading for this course needs a lot of work to be more beneficial for all. There was rarely partial credit given for homework or
assignments, which resulted in a major loss of points at times. Economics is very detail-oriented, and specific, but if someone is in the ballpark
with their answers, only one or two points should be taken off. Not 3/4 of the total points.

The comments from GEs on our homework problems are not helpful. It just says the homework problem number and the amount of points taken
off, but not what was done incorrectly. It is confusing. For example, for a formula problem (calculations only) could be worth 5 points, and 2 points
are taken off. Either the calculation is right or wrong, so it can get confusing.
